Do you like new products?  Are you ready to change what 
you use for a plant fertilizer?

About a year ago, Patrina and I went to a buying show for 
the Green Haus.  One of the salesmen gave us a sample of a 
fertilizer that is widely used in Texas.

Last summer Patrina tried this new fertilizer around our 
home.  She put it in some pots of �owers and did not put it in 
some others.  We then compared the results at the end of the 
summer and the new fertilizer had done extremely well.

We are now selling this Nelson Plant Food product called 
ColorStar.  ColorStar is a little unusual because of what all is in 
the jug.  ColorStar contains 25% blood and bone meal.  Blood 
meal is a slow release organic high nitrogen fertilizer.  Of 
course, bone meal is an organic slow release phosphorus 
fertilizer.  To go along with the blood and bone meal is two 
other kinds of nitrogen along with potash, magnesium, sulfur, 
copper, iron, manganese and zinc.  ColorStar will last three to 
four months.  So our recommendation is to apply at planting 
time in May and reapply in July.

ColorStar is good for containers and also for plants growing 
directly in the ground.  Application rates are not heavy.  A 
�ve-gallon container pot would only require one tablespoon 
per plant in the pot.

We want to introduce this new product with a free sample, 
just like we were given.

Since I have never tried 
to give away free samples of fertilizer before, I have no idea 
how long they will last.
